Na biendle, okrem suUtaznej ¢asti vystavy origindlov ilustracii knih pre deti,
predstavujeme tradic¢ne vystavy drzitela ceny Grand Prix BIB

z predchadzajuceho rocnika a drzitelov Cien H. CH. Andersena za ilustraciu a
literaturu za rok 2016. Predstavime kolekciu ilustracii Laury Carlin, ktora za
svoju ilustra¢nu tvorbu ziskala cenu Grand Prix BIB 2015. Rovnako budeme
prezentovat tvorbu Rotraut Susanne Berner z Nemecka, ktora ziskala Cenu
H. CH. Andersena 2016 za ilustracie. Spolu s originalmi ocenenych autorov budu
vystavené aj knizné publikacie a text o drzitefovi ceny H. CH. Andersena 2016
za literaturu Cao Wenxuanovi z Ciny. Novinkou bude prezentacia kolekcie
ocenenych ilustracii zo sutaze NAMI CONCOURS v Juznej Korei.

Bienale okrem vystav v SNM usporiada aj sprievodné vystavy v jednotlivych
zahrani¢nych kulturnych instititoch, ako aj viacerych bratislavskych galériach.
V BIBIANE, medzinarodnom dome umenia pre deti budeme tentoraz
prezentovat tvorbu mladej slovenskej ilustratorky Veroniky Klimovej, ktorad na
BIB 2015 ziskala Cenu primatora Bratislavy.

Prezentdciami vystav sa vSak BIB nekondi. Medzinarodna porota, zlozena

z odbornikov z oblasti knlzneJ kultary z roznych krajin, najprv udeli ceny -
Grand Prix, 5 Zlatych jabik, 5 Plakiet a Cestné uznania vydavatelstvdm a potom
bude pokracovat zasadnutim Medzinarodného komitétu a Medzinarodnym
sympoziom BIB. Téma sympdzia znie tento rok: ,Umenie verzus Komercia.
Uloha umeleckej ilustracie v dneSnom svete komercie. Origindlne a
nekonvencné stratégie ilustratorov". Viest ho bude opét historicka umenia Mgr.
Viera Anoskinova. Po skonceni Bienale ilustracii pripravime, ako ku kazdému
ro¢niku, zbornik s obrazovou prilohou. Neodmyslitelnou stcastou BIB je aj
Medzinarodny pracovny seminar BIB-UNESCO Workshop Albina Brunovského,
ktory sa bude konat po skoncéeni sympdzia a bude trvat tyzderi. Tento rok sa
uskutocni v kastieli v Mojmirovciach pri Nitre. Vedenia workshopu sa ujal
vyznamny slovensky ilustrator Juraj Martiska. Témou workshopu je Ludova
rozpravka. Origindly, ktoré tu budu vytvorené, zahrnieme do propagacného
katalégu a budeme ich prezentovat na vystavach doma i v zahranidi.

BIENALE ILUSTRACII BRATISLAVA 2017

Ideou vzniku sutaznej prehliadky originalov ilustracii knih pre deti a mladez sa
zakladatelia zaoberali uz zaciatkom Sestdesiatych rokov 20. storodia. Tak vznikla
v roku 1965 celostatna Ceskoslovenska vystava s nazvom Ilustracie pre deti
Bratislava, ktoru povazujeme za nulty rocnik a predchodcu Bienale ilustracii
Bratislava. Stala sa prvym podujatim, ktoré umoznilo Sirokeé porovnanie
ilustracnej tvorby pre deti a mladez v ramci Ceskoslovenska a prvou vystavou,
ktora ponukla porovnanie originalov ilustracii s hotovym kniznym dielom.
Zucastnilo sa na nej 37 ceskych a slovenskych ilustratorov.

UZ o dva roky - v roku 1967 - sa uskutocnil I. ro¢nik Bienale ilustracii Bratislava
(BIB). Medzi jeho zakladatelov patria: JUDr. Dusan Roll, akad. maliar Miroslav
Cipar, akad. maliar Albin Brunovsky a dalsi nadSenci ilustracii knih pre deti. Na
prvom rocniku sa zucastnilo 320 ilustratorov z 25 krajin a na zatial ostatnom
BIB 2015 to bolo 355 autorov ilustracii zo 50 krajin. Doteraz sa da BIB
povazovat za najvacsie nekomeréné podujatie svojho druhu na svete.
Organizatori bratislavského bienadle mali od zaciatku viac zamerov. Neslo len

0 vytvorenie moznosti prezentacie najlepsich diel z krajin s bohatou kniznou
kultGrou v oblasti ilustracii pre deti, ale chceli zadrover poskytnut priestor
ilustratorom z réznych krajin prezentovat svoje diela odbornikom a vydavatelom
zo sveta. Nezanedbatelnym zamerom je od vzniku bienale pritiahnut pozornost
detskych divakov. V priebehu 50 rocnej existencie BIB a jeho 25 rocnikov
sa tu prezentovalo 7 580 ilustratorov zo 110 krajin s 59 860 originalmi
ilustracii a vyse 9 500 knih.

Medzindrodné sttazna prehliadka origindlov ilustracii knih pre deti BIENALE
ILUSTRACII BRATISLAVA je najvyznamnejsim podujatim, ktoré organizuje
BIBIANA, medzindrodny dom umenia pre deti. Bienale sa kona pod zastitou
UNESCO a Medzinarodnej unie pre detsku knihu (IBBY), s podporou Ministerstva
kultury Slovenskej republiky a BIBIANA je jeho hlavnym organizatorom. Kona
sa kazdy neparny rok na jesen v septembri a oktébri v hlavhom meste
Slovenska v Bratislave. Je to najvyznamnejsie podujatie vytvarného umenia

a ilustracie pre deti v celosvetovom kontexte. Kazdy druhy rok sa na fiom
stretdva to najlepsSie z ilustratorskej oblasti.

V priebehu BIB prezentuju svoju tvorbu samostatnou vystavou aj drzitelia ceny
H. Ch. Andersena za literatlru a za ilustracie. Takisto na BIB prezentujeme
tvorbu nezijuceho slovenského autora, ktory vyznamnou mierou prispel

k rozvoju ilustraéného umenia na Slovensku. Neodmyslitelnou st¢astou BIB je
Medzinarodné sympdzium BIB, ktoré sa kona od zaciatku tohto podujatia.

V roku 1985 bol zalozeny medzinarodny BIB-UNESCO Workshop Albina
Brunovského pre mladych ilustratorov z rozvojovych krajin v spolupraci

s Vysokou Skolou vytvarnych umeni (VSVU) v Bratislave. Zo zaciatku ho viedol
vyznamny slovensky ilustrator, jeden zo zakladatelov slovenskej ilustratorskej
Skoly, profesor Albin Brunovsky. Aj v sucasnosti ho vedu renomovani slovenski
ilustratori.

Na workshope sa doteraz zucastnilo 135 mladych ilustratorov z 50 krajin

a vytvorili viac ako 400 originalov ilustracii. Okrem uz spominanych aktivit su



sucastou biendle aj dalSie sprievodné vystavy, divadla, animovana tvorba

a vytvarné tvorivé dielne.

Originaly ilustracii hodnoti medzinarodna odborna porota, ktora je zlozena

z teoretikov vytvarného umenia, ilustratorov, vydavatelov a knihovnikov. Je to
zoskupenie 6 -12 Clenov z r6znych krajin, kontinentov a réznych kultdr. Porota
rozdeluje 11 prestiznych cien - Grand Prix BIB, pat Zlatych jablk BIB a pat
Plakiet BIB. Okrem toho mdze udelit Cestné uznanie vydavatelstvu za vyznamny
vydavatelsky pocin. Autor, ktory ziska najvyssie ocenenie Grand Prix BIB, ma
pravo predstavit sa samostatnou vystavou na nasledujicom ro¢niku BIB a stava
sa aj ¢clenom medzinarodnej poroty BIB.

BIB vs$ak nie je len sttazna prehliadka originalov ilustracii v Bratislave.
Ilustracnu tvorbu pre deti a mladez prezentujeme aj v inych mestach Slovenska
a, samozrejme, aj za slovenskymi hranicami. Spolupracujeme

s medzinarodnymi organizaciami, institiciami, slovenskymi kultdrnymi
institutmi v zahranici a slovenskymi velvyslanectvami vo svete, zUCastfiujeme
sa na kniznych veltrhoch a takto propagujeme kvalitnu ilustrac¢nud tvorbu pre
deti po celom svete.

Cao Wenxuan sa narodil v roku 1954 v malej dedinke v provincii Jiang.

V polovici 70-tych rokov ukondil studium cinskej a detskej literatury na
Pekingskej univerzite. Nakoniec sa vyprofiloval ako spisovatel knih pre deti.
Jeho pryé novela bola publikovana v roku 1985 a za poslednych tridsat rokov
bola v Cine literatlra pre deti Uzko spojena s jeho menom. Napisal viac ako sto
diel, tri z nich boli dokonca sfilmované. Jeho najznamejSou knihou je The Straw
House (Slamenny dom), 1997, ktora pripomina zazraky cinskej vydavatelskej
historie. Dockala sa 300 reprintov.

Caov prinos do ¢inskej literatury pre deti zahffia jeho literarnu ¢innost, ako aj
jeho akademicky prinos v tejto oblasti. Vo svojej tvorbe kombinuje klasické
estetické principy a ducha humanizmu s modernou citlivostou. Jeho pribehy su
nadcasové, charakteristické zjednotenim poetickych krajin a stcitom pre
tragicku krasu dospievania deti.

Narodil sa 10. jula 1948 v Ruzomberku. Po studiach na Strednej Skole
umeleckého priemyslu v Bratislave vystudoval ateliér volnej malby

(prof. P. Matejka, D. Mily a F. Gajdos) na Vysokej skole vytvarnych umeni

v Bratislave. Bol znamy ilustrator, maliar, grafik, karikaturista a autor postovych
znamok. Bol dvornym grafikom RadosSinského naivného divadla, pre ktoré tvoril
plagaty, bulletiny, ilustracie i scény a s ktorym ho spajal originalny styl a zmysel
pre humor. Slovenské muzeum dizajnu uchovava mnohé prace a navrhy tohto
originalneho autora. DIhé roky pracoval ako vytvarny redaktorom
vydavatelstva Mladé leta, spolupracoval s ¢asopisom Siniec¢ko a dalSimi
vydavatelstvami, divadlami a periodikami.

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26th BIENNIAL OF ILLUSTRATIONS BRATISLAVA 2017

The opening ceremony for the 26th edition of the Biennial of Illustrations
Bratislava (BIB) 2017 will take place in the historical building of the Slovak
National Theatre in Bratislava on 8 September 2017. The venue of the BIB
competition and other representative exhibitions for the first time ever will
be the Slovak National Museum, Vajanského nabrezie No. 2. Hotel TATRA
will host the International Press Conference on BIB 2015 on 8 September and
the BIB International Symposium on 9-10 September 2017. The design of the
premises for BIB 2017 was made by D&D Studio.

At the biennial, besides the competition and exhibition of the original
illustrations for children’s books, we traditionally introduce the winner of the
previous edition of the Grand Prix BIB and the 2016 H. C. Andersen laureates
for illustration and literature. We will introduce the collection of illustrations by
Laura Carlin, who won the Grand Prix BIB 2015 for her illustrations. We will
also present the works by Rotraut Suzanne Berner from Germany who won
the 2016 H. C. Andersen Award for illustrations. Alongside an exhibition of the
original illustrations by the winning authors there will also be a display of the
book publications and text about the laureate of the 2016 H. C. Andersen Award
for literature, Cao Wenxuan from China. A novelty will be a presentation of the
collection of awarded illustrations from the NAMI CONCOURS competition in
South Korea.

The biennial, alongside the exhibitions in the House of Art also organizes
accompanying exhibitions in international cultural institutes as well as in several
Bratislava galleries. BIBIANA, the International House of Culture for Children,
will house an exhibition of works by a young Slovak illustrator, Veronika
Klimova, who won the Mayor of the Capital City Bratislava Award at BIB 2015.
We also are preparing the exhibition Migrations in cooperation with University
of Worcester (United Kingdom).

Presentations do not mark the end of BIB. The International Jury, consisting of
book culture experts from various countries, will first decide on the BIB awards
(Grand Prix, 5 Golden Apples, 5 Plaques and an Honorary Mention to a
publisher), followed by a meeting of the International Committee and the BIB
International Symposium. The theme for this year’s symposium is: “Art versus
Commerce. The role of artistic illustrations in today’s world of commerce.
Original and unconventional strategies by illustrators” The symposium will be
facilitated again by art historian Mgr. Viera Anoskinova. A Book of Miscellanies
that includes a picture supplement will be prepared, as usual, after the end of
the biennial.

A week-long international working seminar, the BIB-UNESCO Albin Brunovsky
Workshop is an indispensable component of BIB and will take place following the
end of the symposium. This year the venue of the workshop is the mansion

in Mojmirovce pri Nitre. The workshop will be conducted by an important Slovak
illustrator, Juraj Martiska. The topic of the workshop is folk fairy tales. The
original illustrations created during the workshop will be included in the
promotional catalogue and presented at local and international exhibitions.

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BIENNIAL OF ILLUSTRATIONS BRATISLAVA

The idea of starting a competition exhibition of original illustrations to books for
children and youth was on the minds of the founders as far back as the early
1960s and it was then actually started in 1965 as a national Czechoslovak
exhibition called Illustration for Children Bratislava. That was the zero year and
the predecessor of the Biennial of Illustrations Bratislava, that offered a forum
to compare illustrations for children and youth in Czechoslovakia, and the first
exhibition which offered comparisons of original illustrations in published books.
There were 37 Czech and Slovak illustrators participating in the event.

Two years later, in 1967, Year 1 of the Biennial of Illustrations Bratislava (BIB)
was held. The founders included JUDr. Dusan Roll, artist Miroslav Cipar, artist
Albin Brunovsky and other enthusiasts of children’s book illustration. That first
year welcomed 320 illustrators from 25 countries and the last BIB in 2013
welcomed 362 authors of illustrations from 49 countries. BIB has been the
largest non-commercial event of its kind in the world. The organizers of the
Bratislava biennial had several intentions right from the start. The idea was to
offer opportunities for presentation of the best art from countries with traditions
in book culture and illustration for children and to offer opportunities to
illustrators from various countries to present their art to world experts and
publishers. Another significant purpose from the start of the biennial was to
attract the attention of children. In the course of 50 years of BIB history, and
its 25 exhibitions, a total of 7 580 illustrators from 110 countries have
presented 59 860 original illustrations and more than 9 500 books.

The international display of originals of children’s book illustrations, the
BIENNIAL OF ILLUSTRATIONS BRATISLAVA is the most important event
organized by BIBIANA, the International House of Art for Children. The event is
held under the auspices of UNESCO and the International Board on Books for
Young People (IBBY) and it is supported by the Ministry of Culture of the Slovak
Republic with BIBIANA as the organizer in chief. BIB is held every odd year in
fall, September and October, in Bratislava, the capital city of Slovakia. BIB is
the most important world event for the art of children’s illustration. Every two
years “the best of illustration” meets in Bratislava.

BIB holds a separate exhibition for artists who have won Hans Christian
Andersen awards for literature and illustration. BIB also presents works by a no
longer living Slovak author who had made a major contribution to development
of illustration art in Slovakia. The international BIB Symposium takes place at
the beginning of the event and is an indispensable, integral part of the event. In
1985 the first international BIB-UNESCO Workshop of Albin Brunovsky for young
illustrators from developing countries was established in cooperation with
Academy of Fine Arts and Design (VSVU) in Bratislava. The first workshops were
conducted by Professor Brunovsky, a leading Slovak illustrator and one of the
founders of the Slovak school of illustration. The current workshops are now
conducted by reputed Slovak illustrators. The workshops have so far been
attended by 135 young illustrators from 50 countries who have made more than
400 original illustrations. Besides these mentioned activities, there are various
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other activities accompanying the biennial including special exhibitions, theatre
performances, animated works and workshops.

The illustration originals are evaluated by an international jury consisting of
theoreticians of fine art, illustrators, publishers and librarians. The jury has from
six to twelve members from various countries, continents and cultures. The
jury presents 11 prestigious awards, namely the Grand Prix BIB, five BIB Golden
Apples and five BIB Plaques. The jury can also award an Honorable Mention to a
publisher for outstanding accomplishments. The illustrator who wins the highest
award, Grand Prix BIB, has the privilege of holding a separate, personal
exhibition at the next BIB and also becomes a member of the BIB international

jury.

BIB is not only a competitive display of original illustrations in Bratislava.
Illustration art for children and youth is also presented in other cities of Slovakia
and, of course, in other countries as well. We cooperate with various
international organizations, institutions, Slovak cultural institutions abroad and
Slovak embassies across the world and we participate in book fairs and promote
quality children’s illustration all over the world.

She has
written and illustrated 12 original picture books for children and written humber
of articles on art .

In 2014 Manuela created and co-organized ARTEINSULA, a multidisciplinary non
profit organization focused on creativity in art for children and adults and
phenomena of childhood and growing up. Her multimedia art in progress
project “Island of Childhood” (started in 2008) is devoted to the children and
people on small Croatian islands through presentations of her picture books, art
workshops and exhibitions, in order to build creative networks between children
and adults and their social an cultural environment. She has recevied a number
of awards and prizes for her work. She is a member of the Croatian Artists
Society and the Croatian Association of Independent Artists.

Senka Vlahovi¢, Serbia

She is engaged in design and illustration of books and theory of illustration, as
well as in photography, painting, video art, experimenting with various artistic
media and fields of their application. She graduated in Applied Photography
(2007) and specialized in Book Illustration (2011) at the Higher Education
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Technical School of Professional Studies in Novi Sad. She finished her Master’s
degree at the Academy of Arts in Belgrade (2015) on the subject Video-
illustration. She is the founder, director and jury member of the Book illustration
festival "BookILL Fest" in Novi Sad, Serbia. In 2013 she has published a book
"On illustrating poetry books: history, theory, practice". In 2015 she has
published a book "VIDEO-ILLUSTRATION OF A BOOK: A New View on the
Illustration and Image-Building of a Book in Public" for which she has received
the Award for the best book in the category of theory of visual communications
at the 60. International Book Fair in Belgrade in 2015.

In 2015 she participated at The International Symposium within the Biennial of
Illustrations Bratislava. She designed or illustrated covers for over 300 books
published by Banat Cultural Centre in Novo MiloSevo where she works as art
director. She had 26 solo exhibitions and many group exhibitions in Serbia and
abroad.

Mingzhou Zhang, China

He studied international affairs management at Shanghai International Studies
University and then worked as a director of the Chinese film association for
children and youth. He is the vice-president of the Chinese IBBY Section and
actively promotes children’s reading. He participated in organizing the
International Forum on Children’s Reading Culture and cooperated with
elementary schools in research of children’s literature, effective learning and
reading promotion. He has intensified cooperation between the Chinese IBBY
Section and Central IBBY as well as with other national IBBY sections. In 2016
he was Elected as Vice President of IBBY, a Chinese person holds this position
in IBBY history for the first time.

He believes that arts can save human souls, that international cultural and art
exchanges can enhance mutual understanding and respect ,can protect
ecological environment and keep world peace.

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THE THEME OF THE INTERNATIONAL
BIB-UNESCO ALBIN BRUNOVSKY WORKSHOP:

FOLK TALES

Every country has stories that have forever been passed on from generation

to generation and maintained folk tradition by word of mouth. During long
winter evenings and warm summer nights people would tell stories with
mysteries of truths, lessons or amusing conspiracies. There were also people
smart enough to note them down and record the essence of the stories to
preserve their mysteriousness: the mysteriousness that is hiding in words that
inspire us to dream our own stories and also sharpen a pencil and jot down our
ideas on paper.

There is a country where trolls silently move in the forest, elsewhere fairies
dance in the moonlight and somewhere else a frog concerto is the background
to an ungroomed green head with flickering eyes coming to the surface of

a pond. Stories of fire-spitting dragons, mythical knights and other enchanting
and amazing figures are just a fraction of what is hiding in the magic world for
young readers that an illustrator may unveil, mediate, promote and highlight.

This year’s international illustrator workshop focuses on mutual communication
through a selected traditional “folk” fairy tale of the country the individual
illustrator comes from. The illustrator’s role is to choose (preferably) a fairy tale
- a story from her/his country that is unique and draws from its cultural
tradition. The creative workshop will also include a brief presentation of the
story, its text (the story can be one by the author or a fairy tale on motifs of an
original folk tale).

The background text, inspiration, will then be translated by the illustrator into
her/his illustrations that will be made during the workshop. Using folk motifs,
ornaments of the country, to highlight cultural diversity within the modern
“globalized world” will be strongly welcome. This will be homage to one’s
cultural tradition and heritage. An enthusiastic and creative approach is
expected; the authors are free to choose their preferred materials.

— Developing elementary text version (for possible presentation), a brief
story line (can be pre-prepared from the domestic background),

— Making 3-4 illustrations, approximately A3 size.

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LAURA CARLIN, UNITED KINGDOM
Grand Prix BIB 2015

Laura Carlin graduated from the Royal College of Art in London in 2004. Besides
book illustration, she also designs covers for several leading periodicals such as
The Guardian, The New York Times, The New Yorker and The Boston Globe. She
also makes ceramic art and lives and works in London.

Technical skill and a sense of humor are the features of her art; art that is
sensitive, pondering and beautiful. Humor is important in her works to give
them a look from the distance because, as she puts it, things that are too
serious may discourage the readers. In her work, she first ponders about the
book as a whole and the ideas hidden in it. She likes illustrating books where
the text is visually rich. Yet in those instances, she has to make sure not to
repeat the words with her illustrations. For that reason she has to think about
ideas, themes and plots hidden within the stories that allow her to express them
in a different, text-enriching way. Laura’s ability to pass on a wealth of emotions
through the minutest detail is well-thought and worked-through and combines
children’s naivety with certain sentimentality, characteristic of her works that
has brought her to her distinct artistic expression. Her illustrations seek to
encourage children to read, draw and create. She uses color pencils, water
colors and acrylic colors. Laura Carlin won several awards for her works
including the Honorable Mention at the Bologna Ragazzi competition, the
Quentin Blake award and the D&AD Pencil award. She won the 2015 Grand Prix
BIB for the books A World of Your Own and The Iron Man. As the International
Jury BIB 2015 put it, “The Iron Man and The World of Your Own are two
different stories, both created by a self-confident and very skilled personal
visual language with use of diverse media”, in which Laura Carlin moves among
various moods with ease and much caution at the same time, demonstrating
her sensitivity and sense of humor. The tiniest pictures along with double
spread illustrations were made conscientiously and

with a perfect timing of the pages. Innovative visual elements are not used
arbitrarily or in a disturbing way. They always have their functional meaning.
These books, with their sense of detail and concurrently clear vision of the
whole, have become a brilliant example of the technique-medium dialogue with
an extensive comparative scale of criteria.

Background

Nami Island, one of Korea's most popular global tourist destinations, has also
been over the past few years the site of the Nami Island International Children's
Book Festival (NAMBOOK).

To realise NAMBOOK Festival's motto, “Let's eat and drink while crawling and
playing amongst books!", the whole island is transformed into a "Library in
Forest" where one can find books everywhere including the hotel rooms, rest
rooms and pathways in the hope that the imaginative and creative powers of all
visitors can be inspired.

Nami Island, Inc. is the official sponsor of the Hans Christian Andersen Awards.
The initiatives and activities of Nami Island are based on the convictions of Minn
Byeong-do, the founder of Nami Island, who early on supported the cultural and
artistic sectors including music, arts and especially books for children. This
inherent corporate value allows the 3 million and 300,000 visitors who come to
Nami each year to experience cultural and artistic events in a beautiful natural
setting.

Nami Island, Inc. contributes its profits to diverse cultural events and NGOs
including UNICEF and the NAMBOOK Festival. Thus, the Nami Concours, an
illustration contest initiated by Nami Island in 2013 offers extensive support for
children's book artists by providing an opportunity to present their works.

Objectives

ROTRAUT SUSANNE BERNER, GERMANY
LAUREATE OF H. C. ANDERSEN AWARD FOR ILLUSTRATION 2016

The artist was born in 1948 in Stuttgart, graduated from a Munich
Fachhochschule in graphics design and then worked in the advertising industry;
since 1977 she has focused on illustrating and writing books.

At present she is among the most successful illustrators and book designers in
Germany; she has illustrated more than 80 books and designed about 800 book
covers.

Most of the books she illustrated are picture books for children that tell stories
without words. Her idea is that words and illustrations are equally important in a
book and she seeks to wipe away the boundaries between them and in this way
to make words become images and images to become words. She combines
fantastic representation with a realistic one in a single picture. In her
illustrations animals dance, houses swim and fish fly. Children when going
through the pages of her books not only develop their memories and sense of
observation but also extend their vocabulary.

The artist uses various visual art techniques, including combining line drawing
and Indian ink drawing with brush painting and linocut. She also uses flat
screen printing, in which she draws directly onto the film so that the original is
produced only after printing.

She is a very active promoter of illustration and illustrators. In the 1990s she
co-founded “Illustratoren Treffpunkt” (Illustrator Meeting Point)

at the Book Fair in Frankfurt. In 2005 she became part of “Stifttung
Illustrations” (Illustration Foundation) that organizes workshops, exhibitions and
publishes an annual Illustrator Lexicon that presents illustrators from German-
speaking countries. She is the editor

of the Tolle Hefte series, a limited magazine edition illustrated by international
artists.

Her works have been granted several awards, including the 2006 Extraordinary
Award for Illustration from Deutschen Jugendliteraturpreises and the H. C.
Andersen Award for Illustration in 2016.
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CAO WENXUAN, CHINA
LAUREATE OF H. C. ANDERSEN AWARD
FOR LITERATURE 2016

Cao was born in a small village in Jiangsu Province in 1954. He graduated from
Beijing University, Chinese and Children’s Literature, in the mid-1970s and then
became primarily a writer of children’s books. His first novel was published in
1985 and Chinese literature in the past thirty years has been closely associated
with his name. He has written more than one hundred books, three of which
were adapted into films. His best known book is The Straw House (1997) and its
300 reprints are something like a miracle in Chinese publishing history.

Cao’s contribution to Chinese literature for children includes his literary activities
as well as his academic accomplishments in this field. The writer combines
classical esthetic principles and the spirit of humanism with modern sensibilities.
His stories are timeless, feature uniting poetic landscapes and compassion for
the tragic beauties of coming of age. Reading Cao’s books, we often find
ourselves wandering across the “great landscape of human nature and nature
itself”. His search in the stories brings resilient but good-hearted teenagers,
including Sangsang, in the book The Straw House and Dingding and Dangdang
in a story

of the same name: all manage to overcome the ups and downs in their lives
with smiles on their faces. Through these characters Cao seeks to help millions
of children to grow up into adulthood undaunted and unspoiled.

The artist’s stories have an impact on the desire for an identity not only

in children in China, but also across the entire world. His books have been
translated into numerous languages including English, French, German and
Swedish. During his 30-year career he has received numerous awards, including
the Chinese National Books Award. A series of short stories, titled Dingding

and Dangdang, was selected for the IBBY collection of books for young people
with disabilities. In recent years Cao has started collaborating on books with
various international artists.

All his literary, research and pedagogical activities make him a shining star in
the field of children’s literature.
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SVETOZAR MYDLO

The artist was born on 10 July 1948 in Ruzomberok. After his studies at the
School of Industry Arts in Bratislava he studied in the studio of free painting
(Professor P. Matejka, D. Mily and F. Gajdos) at the Academy of Fine Arts and
Design in Bratislava He was a reputed illustrator, painter, graphic artist,
caricaturist and author of postal stamps. He was the court graphic artist for the
RadosSinské naivné divadlo (Radosina Naive Theatre) and made posters,
bulletins, illustrations, and stage designs for it in his original style and sense of
humor. The Slovak Museum of Design keeps numerous works and designs by
this original author. For many years he was also the art editor for the publisher
of Mladé leta and also cooperated with S/iniecko magazine and other publishers,
theatres and periodicals. His last years were marked with intensive cooperation
with the Buvik publisher. He authored numerous illustrations for books for
children, youth and adults alike.

His visual expression featured creative ideas, wit, explosiveness, buoyant
fantasy and joyous colors. Mydlo’s dynamic, multicolor and witty illustrations,
just like all of his works, are notorious for their searching for and discovering
ever new art techniques and procedures that are playful, bursting with energy,
surprises and fun. Svetozar Mydlo was an artist with a distinct handwriting that
is unrepeatable.

In 1996 Svetozar Mydlo won the Ludovit Fulla Award for his children’s
illustrations. He was awarded the main prize at Kremnicke gagy in 2012 for his
life-long accomplishment in visual art humor and in 2000 he was inscribed in
the IBBY Honor List. The artist died on 29 November 2014 in Bratislava.
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VERONIKA KLIMOVA
LAUREATE OF THE MAYOR OF THE CAPITAL CITY BRATISLAVA AWARD,
BIB 2015

Illustrations certainly belong in a children’s book. The whole book is interwoven
with them. They are big, attract children’s attention and complement the text.
This is exactly the kind of illustrations made by Veronika Klimova (ne Holecova).
She was born on 13 April 1989 in Bratislava. She studied at the Academy of
Fine Arts and Design, Graphics and other Media Department, Bratislava, and in
2013 she was on a study stay at the Jan Matejko Academy of Fine Arts in
Krakow, Poland and in 2015 a study stay at UMPRUM in Prague in the Czech
Republic.

The works by this young and talented illustrator Veronika Klimova attest to very
high standard of Slovak illustration art. While she was still a student, her first
book, HIbokomorské rozpravky (The Deep Sea Fairy Tales), was published and
immediately captured the attention of the professional and lay public. The
quality of her art also brought her illustrations for this book (as the first artist
from Slovakia ever) to the exhibition at the Bologna Book Fair in 2013 and also
won an award in The Most Beautiful Books of Slovakia competition. Her most
recent award is the Mayor of the Capital City Bratislava Award at the Biennial of
Illustrations Bratislava 2015. Her works were on display in Pisztory Palace
during BRaK festival, in PieStany during the Magic Nut festival, and in the
International Centre of Graphic Arts in Krakow, in Japan - Bologna Illustrators
Exhibition, Itabashi Art Museum (Tokyo), Otani Memorial Art Museum (Hyogo),
Takahama Kawara Museum (Aichi), The Ishikawa Nanao Art Museum (Ishikawa)
and in Bologna during the international children’s book fair. Besides illustration
she also focuses on applied graphics.

Her illustrations are generous and airy. She uses the traditional linocut
technique and softens it with digital processing and use of pen and ink drawing.
In certain images she also uses text that adds liveliness to respective scenes.
Her fairy tale world is poetic, vivid and joyous and the illustrator interconnects
real beings with fantasy mystification. The artist also uses classical graphics,
especially screen print and linocut and drawing but she also enjoys
experimenting with other techniques. She seeks to present a pure and
uncluttered visual expression including her alleviating humorous elements.

The original illustrations were kindly lent to us by Minarova-Vargova family.
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MIGRATIONS

The exhibition Migrations was prepared in cooperation with the International
Centre for the Picture Book in Society, United Kingdom.

The exhibition seeks to focus attention on the plight of thousands of children
and their families who, under oppressing regimes, violence and poverty, are
forced to migrate to safer places in the world. There is

an installation of 100-200 postcards by illustrators from across the world. The
installation alone emphasizes that cultures and ideas migrate across borders,
against barriers and bans made and issued by people.

The installation is complemented with a set of illustrations by a team from
alumni from the University of Worcester, the United Kingdom. This exhibition is
supported by IBBY - the International Board on Books

for Young People.
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KASARNE KULTURPARK KOSICE
THE RULE AND THE GAME: A SENSORY READING LAB

To read is to look: to move between word and image, to navigate page to page.
But a reader can also touch, listen, feel, ‘put on’ 3D glasses, scroll and be
invited to try completely unexpected things.

The authors of the children’s books in this exhibition wield more than just
words, pictures andpages. They explore different materials and textures. Cut
paper. Create volumes. Work with ink and transparencies. Add accessories.
Unhinge. Move beyond the traditional order of pages. Set in motion. Leaf
through a story on a very personal and sometimes experimental level - to
expand a book’s possibilities.

They set new rules for the reader which involve senses other than sight. Rules
that let the reader play, take action, feel a story and dive into it.

The rule and the game is an exhibition designed for the Transbook European
project.

Transbook, Children’s Literature on the Move is a European initiative to promote
the digital transition and internationalisation of the children’s publishing
industry.

It is co-funded for 2014-2018 under the Europe Creative programme of the
European Union, in partnership with Européische Kinder - und
Jugendbuchmesse (Saarbrucken, Germany), ART BASICS for CHILDREN
(Brussels, Belgium), Tantagora (Barcelona, Spain), Hamelin Culturale
Associazione (Bologna, Italy), Nobrow Ltd (London, United Kingdom), Literarne
informacné centrum (Bratislava, Slovakia).
